LESSON PLAN: DAys 1-5

. Ask students: Who owns a pet? Discuss the responsibilities of having a pet.

. As a class, create a web showing the responsibilities of taking care of an animal. Discuss what characteristics
you would need to take care of a pet.

. Give students the Vocabulary Chart. Let them know that this chart will be used throughout the novel. Have
students fill in and define the following words in their chart: rubbish, bastille, coaxed, heel.

. Tell students that as they listen to the story, they should listen for different characteristics in each character.
3. Have students listen to p 1-30 (June 6-22) and complete their Vocabulary Chart for the words they defined.

4. Have students answer the following question either on their own or in a class discussion: Do you think
shared custofy of Strider is a good idea? Why or why not? Support your answer with details from the text.

. Students should define the following words in their Vocabulary Chart: anxious, dehydrator.
. Have students listen to p 31-58 (June 30—Aug. 20) and complete the Vocabulary Chart for new words.

. Have students answer the following question either on their own or in a class discussion: On page 37, how
does the author create a peaceful feeling? What else could the author add to make the setting even more peaceful?

. Students should define the following words in their Vocabulary Chart: mazurity.
. With a partner, students should read p 59-73 (Sept. 12-26) and complete the Vocabulary Chart.

. The partner groups should answer the following questions: On page 68, Leigh crosses out some of his words.
Why? What characteristics would you use to describe Leighs father? Use support from the text for your answers.

. Students should fill define the following words in their Vocabulary Chart: mariner, ornery, haunches.

. With a partner, students should read p 74-90 (Sept. 30-Jan. 8) and complete the Vocabulary Chart.

. Complete the Activity 5 Storyboard worksheet. Students should add notes about each event they draw.
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
