LESSON PLAN: DAYS 6-10 & FINAL PROJECT

1. Listen to p 91-103 (Jan. 10-25).

2. Students will use the Storyboard from Day 5 to write a summary of the book up to this point.

1. Students shoulddefine the following words in their Vocabulary Chart: compulsory, mature, posture.

2. With a partner, students should read p 104116 (Jan. 26-Mar. 1) and complete the Vocabulary Chart for

new words.

3. Have students answer the following question either with their partner: Compare Leigh and his friend
Kevin—do you think the conflict between Leigh and Barry is reasonable? Use details to support your answer. How
does this conflict affect the plot?

1. Students should define the following words in their Vocabulary Chart: inconspicuous, exhiliration.

2. Have students listen to p 117-131 (Mar. 12-mid-Mar.17) and complete the Vocabulary Chart for new words.

3. Have students answer the following question either on their own or in a class discussion: How has Leigh

changed from the beginning of the story up to this point? How has Leigh father changed?

. Students should define the following words in their Vocabulary Chart: cricket, invitational, prose.

. Have students listen to p 132-152 (Mar.17-End) and complete the Vocabulary Chart for new words.

. Have students complete the Nouns & Verbs activity, just as Leigh did on p 146.

1. Using examples from the text, have students fill out the Character Trait Chart.
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F;Hal_ OBJECTIVE: Analyze Characterization

VRog‘ect Students have now completed reading Strider and have completed the Vocabular Chart, Storyboard,
N and Character Trait Chart. They will now create their own Character Fact File.

1. Students will create their own Character Fact File on one of the characters from Strider. They will deter-
mine the look and format of their fact file.

2. Discuss as a class what things a fact file should include and make a list on the board for students to take
notes from. Some things mentioned may include:

* character traits based on what the character says, does, or thinks

* character traits based on what other characters (or narrator) say, do, or think about this character
e the character’s motivations

* the character’s personal growth and development

¢ an illustration of what students think the character would look like, based on ideas from the book
(this could also be a collage of things that represent the character)
